“Manager’s Manual” — Wet Weather Procedure

Training

1) If raining during week leading up to team training time, check “Wet
Weather Message” (WWM) on Warringah Council’s “Wet Weather Line”
(WCWW.L) by ringing 9981 2099.

2) Club Grounds’ Co-ordinator may declare a ground unplayable not
previously declared closed on WCWW.L & this passed to team managers.
3) If no WWM on WCWWL, & no call from Grounds’ Co-ordinator/ Comp
Sec/Asst Comp Sec., you may then assume that training is permissible.

4) In sudden closure times a “Ground Closed” sign may be put up prior to training start
when sudden wet weather passages need this to be done ASAP.

5) Assume if no contrary message from the Club to a team that a ground is open.

6) The Club is trying to shorten the time between ground closure & notice to teams, etc,
by putting in place an email message service and / or using the Club Web Site..

7) If wet weather interrupts training common sense and due care of children / players
under supervision / training must be shown by declaring training concluded / postponed.
8) If children involved please endeavour to get children out of the wet weather.

9) It is a Club request for parents to remain at training (in vehicles /in amenities
block) during times when wet weather may interrupt training.

10) If lightning in area, you MUST stop training without delay

Match Day
1) If raining during the week leading up to your match ...............

DON'T CONTACT WARRINGAH COUNCIL WET WEATHER LINE !

2) Await phone call from Club Competition Secretary (Comp Sec) to your team.

3) The message delivered must be forwarded to all team members without delay.

4) The Comp Sec may delegate Age Co-ordinators / Vice-Presidents to do messaging.
5) The Comp Sec has an Assistant Comp Sec to bring the procedure into practice.

6) The Club is trying to minimise time between ground closure & notice to teams by
putting in place an email message service / message on Web Site.

7) Council procedure is to check Grounds prior to 9am & 3pm so ring after these times.
8) A Ground closed is notified to WCWWL BUT DON'T ASSUME THIS DONE!!

9) Manly Warringah Football Association (MWFA) informed of ground closure by 3pm.
10) MWFA will contact all Club Comp Sec’s concerned with Ground Closures.

11 The Club Competition Secretary will contact each team (as Training procedure) re
what is applicable to the team with Draw Postponement, Changes or Cancellation.

12) A Revised Draw may be issued either on that day or in the near future.

13) That day’s whole MWFA round may be postponed if too many grounds closed.

14) The WCWW.L is not the only one applicable to all MWFA grounds as we have
Mosman, Manly, Warringah & Pittwater Council grounds in the MWFA match area.
15) The Club Grounds’ Co-ordinator may also declare any Ground closed, such
closure may be done on any day, even Match Day and during said day.

16) Appointed Manly Warringah Football Referees’ Association (MWFRA) Referees
may declare a Ground closed at any time due to weather conditions.

17) Such closure (in #16) may mean all matches following that day may be postponed.
18) Any match postponed is not guaranteed to be played at a later date.

19) Grounds may be closed throughout the day and teams notified.

20) Grounds closed one day may not be closed the following day(s).

21) If lightning in area, games must be postponed without delay!!

22) Note Well: Please await Club notice of a Match postponement and do not take for
granted any message on the WCWWL concerning Match days.

23) Any gamed called off through rain/lightning, either on Home Grounds or Away ones, to
be notified to Results Office & Comp Sec without delay

Subject: NEW PENALTIES FOR SOME TEAM OFFENCES

Hi,

As indicated last year, we want to look at replacing fines for some team offences. Typically fines
have been paid by Clubs and have had no real effect on the individual teams as Clubs typically
do not collect the fines from the Clubs and also the teams really do not suffer any penalty.

Originally a points system was envisaged, however a simpler system will initially be used. The
following is proposed:

Offences covered:

Group 1: Ground Offences

1. Coach and manager not wearing ID card in technical area.

2. Other persons in the technical area without ID apart from reserves for the game.

2. Coach and other coaching/managing staff not keeping to the technical area; either a marked
area or within 5 metres of the halfway flag and both teams on the same side of the field.
Group 2: Uniform Offences

1. Team not wearing MWFA Club strip.

2. Failure to provide an alternate strip.

3. AL Referees not wearing correct uniform - team penalised is the team supplying the referee.
4. Team not having numbers on shirts for age groups U16 and above.

If a team commits either a Ground or Uniform Offence, at the discretion of the MC:

1. for the first time the team is issued a formal warning in writing that they have committed an
offence and further offences of a similar nature will mean loss of points.

2. for the second time the team will lose one match point.

3. for the third time the team will lose three match points

4. for the fourth time will be required to show cause why they should not be removed from the
competition.

Offences within each group are treated separately as far as these punishments are concerned.

Clubs are required to provide evidence that the formal warning has been provided to the team.
Non-receipt of a warning by a team will not be accepted as a valid reason for further offences.

If more than instance of an offence within a group occurs in the same game on the first or second
time these count as single instance and are not cumulative (eg coach not in technical area and
not wearing ID tags only counts as one instance).

GROUND SETUP PROCEDURE FOR TEAMS IN 2010

The basis of this proposal is to keep the Clubs responsible for the provision of the nets, flags and
other setup materials (tape etc) at the ground and the teams playing the first or last game
responsible for setup / takedown respectively. In order that there is no possibility for ambiguity,
each team will be responsible for the setup of half a field.

This proposal is to ease the workload of the Clubs in the case of ‘foreign’ games where teams are
assigned to fields which are not assigned to the Club of either team.

The proposal is as follows:

The following applies to all competition teams (U10 to All Age, O35 and 045).

At least 45 minutes before the start of the first game on a field, the Club who is allocated the field by
the MWFA must deliver nets, flags and other necessary items for the setup of the field.
These must be place at the centre of the field.

The teams who are playing the first game on the field on that day must each setup half the field,
including the net in one goal and the flags for half a field. Any containers and other equipment must
be stored near one of the goals. This must be completed at least ten minutes before the start of the
game (when the ID checks are to be performed).

The teams who are playing on the last game on the field must each dismantle half a field and place
the equipment in the containers provided in the middle of the field. Unless otherwise indicated this
will be the 3pm game on any field. This includes corner flags and one net.

The Club must then come and pick up the equipment for storage as appropriate.

It is up to the individual teams to decide which half of the field they will setup/take down.

If a team fails to perform this function the following penalties will be imposed:
e On the first offence a formal warning will be issued by the MWFA. The Club of the offending
team must provide proof the team has received the notice.
e On the second occasion, the team will lose one match point
e On the third occasion, the team will lost three match points
e On the fourth occasion, the team will be asked to provide reasons as to why they should
not be removed form the competition.

If a Club fails to provide the necessary equipment for setting up a ground in the required timeframe
there is a fine of $50 for the first offence and each subsequent offence will attract an additional $50
fine.

The imposition of these penalties is at the discretion of the MC.

Clubs may choose to override this procedure and in that case the field should be setup by
that Club as early as possible before the teams arrive.

If there are grounds where Clubs do not wish to apply this procedure the Club must notify the
MWFA and this information will be passed on to all Clubs. An example of this may be on a ‘home’
field such Kitchener, Clubs may choose to roster their own teams to set up and take down fields all
season. In the example of Kitchener, Pittwater will advise the MWFA they have made alternate
arrangements and all teams will be notified that if they are playing at Kitchener they do not need to
either setup or take down the fields. Doing this may somewhat complicate the procedure, but it is
up to the Clubs to dictate the finer details.
