Tony’s Tips – for Third & Last Time To Ensure Managers Understand


PL & AL 1 - Limited Interchange (once substituted = you stay off = called “Substitution”)


Other grades (incl. AL 4 Squad) = Unlimited Interchange (notifying Ref first – not just run on)


The same borrowing rules now apply for the WHOLE season. In previous years there was a rule which allowed teams to borrow from higher divisions until April 30, but this has been rescinded.


Any player borrowed from lower age group only be borrowed four times. Once there was no limit to the number of times a team could borrow players from the next lowest age group.


Women’s U12/14/16 borrow from 1 comp age group down NOT 2, eg U14 only borrow from U12


There are 'normal' borrowing rules; team wishing to borrow players may borrow from:�(A) same age group from  lower division (eg U.13-2 borrow from U/13-2 &  lower NOT from U/13-1) 


A player only borrowed FOUR times


Only 4 borrowed players on Match Card even if needing more!!


(B) one age group down borrow from one division up & below in lower age group; each player only borrowed FOUR times (eg. U/12-3 borrow from U/11-2, U/11-3, U/11-4 & U/11-5 but NOT U/11-1)�(C) two age groups down, with two systems: for Saturday morning teams, two age groups down, any division, unlimited number of times; for Women’s teams, players cannot be borrowed.


U/9 reserves only to play as follows:  U/9 Red in U/10-1 and U/10-2;  U/9 Blue & Green any U/10  Div.
