Thank you to the 2018 Committee for all their hard work. Lots of committee members doing more than 1 job and that is appreciated. A few issues re parents and coaches throughout the season needed resolution. Congratulations to Gavin Nagle and Otto Kersenboom named as joint Club Person of the Year. Thank you to Maria Pollard who will be taking a step back in 2019 but will continue to assist as needed. Maria has done a fantastic job with our women’s teams over a number of years and she will be welcomed back on the committee at any time. 2018 results were not as good as previous years in the Youth, girls teams did quite well with the WPL winning the competition. Application for lights at Tristram is currently on hold by the council. The AL1 team is improving each season with a better result in 2018 and further improvement expected in 2019. Expect to see results from this team in 2019. Beacon Hill has been returfed and has new drainage currently being installed. Hoping that the Beacon Hill Bears will move to Narraweena so that we will have access to Beacon Hill 1 and 2. Were not able to achieve any further sponsorship for the club and we desperately need further funds in order to continue with the projects we have started. Dee Why sponsorship is our only club sponsor and they only provided $2,000 although this has increased to $5000 for 2019. We also have not managed to get new people on our committee
Goals for 2019 – new committee members to provide new and fresh ideas; further club sponsorship; single presentation for senior women and mens teams in order to increase the club spirit; continue to fight for the lights at Tristram; further development in Junior and Youth teams, identify what needs to be done for them to be competitive; Looking at reopening the canteen to increase fundraising money; 6-a-side fundraising competitiion; Would like to meet with the Youth Club committee to discuss improvements and any arising issues.

Please see attached Profit and Loss for this time period. Currently for the 12 months to the 30th September we have a loss of $3,597.85

NOTES:

· This is the finances for the 12 months from 1 October 2017 to 30 September 2018 to show a snapshot of a year’s income and expenses for Beacon Hill Football Club as the AGM is held in October. Generally, finances are reported for the previous financial or calendar year. 

· Depreciation of assets is normally included in a profit and loss but have not been included here as the Youth Club holds the asset register). 

· At this stage a Balance Sheet for the Football Club is not available. The Youth Club Accountant will provide this at the end of the financial year. It should be remembered that the Balance Sheet is a statement of the Youth Clubs assets and liabilities at the time determined and is not an indication of profit for the year.

· We have paid a significant amount in GST through registration payments in the BAS for April-June. We should receive a significant refund for the July - September quarter ($9306.00). This does not affect the Profit and Loss statement as this is all ex GST but does affect the amount of money that is held in the bank account.

· However the Youth Club Levy has not yet been remitted to the Youth Club for 2018 due to an outstanding progressive payment - $6398.00. 

· Sponsorship for the club this year was from the Dee Why RSL valued at $2,000. All other sponsorship was specific to teams and used to provide team outfits etc. No other club sponsorship was secured in 2018.

· Dee Why Sponsorship for the 2019 season has been increased from $2,000.00 from $5,000.00. 

· Registration income was reduced this year largely due to more juniors but less seniors registering plus an overall reduction in registration numbers, particularly in our mixed Youth teams.

· Merchandise sales were also less this year.

· Fundraising this year was increased by the way of the team photographs, a junior gala day before the start of the season, a Bunnings BBQ and a soccer camp held in July. Further fundraising initiatives would assist with reducing our loss.

· There are still funds to be collected from a small number of the AL1 players as part of their registration.
· The BHFC is still owed for lighting costs by the MWFA for night games.

· Field costs were significantly higher as these figures include pre-season ground hire, maintenance on Beacon Hill 2 during the off-season and higher expense of line-marking expendables.

· Women’s Premier League secured sponsorship throughout the year but this money has not yet been spent and therefore can be added to the 2019 amount if the team wishes.
President asks Life Member Tony Davies to chair the elections.
Chairperson declares all positions are now vacant.
